A. Bankruptcy Workload

Bankruptcy filings increased by 15% during 2001
after declining the two previous years. Bankruptcy terminations remained virtually identical

while pending bankruptcy cases decreased a mere 1%.

C. Bankruptcy Filings by Location There was an “across the board” increase
in bankruptcy filings at all locations during 2001. Although Boise has almost as many filings
as the rest of the divisional locations combined, the most significant percentage rise occurred
in Couer d’Alene, which went up 20%, followed closely by Boise 17%, Moscow 16% Pocatello
14% and Twin Falls 12%.
